(Language Arts)

Introduce the three 

types of building 

materials used by 

the pigs and discuss 

their characteristics. 

(Science)

In small groups, work  

together to design  

and build a pig house.  

(Visual Arts/Engineering)
Use a variety of tools and 

materials in the construction  

of pig houses. (Technology)
Test the durability  

of each structure.  

(Science)

Chart the outcomes of 

the durability tests and 

compare the results. 

(Math)

Discuss and hypothesize other ways 

to build a house to keep the wolf out. 

(Science/Engineering)
Create a new collaborative version of the story, using  

the children’s ideas. It can be written and illustrated  

on a tablet. (Language and Visual Arts/Technology)
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
